cnabling the constituencics to return the man of their choice, be he
rich or poor. '
4. PAYMENT OF MEMBERS, thus cnabling an honest tradesman,
working man, or other person, to scrvea constitucncy, when taken from
his business to attend to the interests of the country.
5. EQUAL CONSTITUENCIES, sccuring the same amount of representa-
tion for the same number of clectors,—instead of allowing small con-
stitucncies to swamp the votcs of larger ones. )
6. ANNUAL PARLIAMENTS, thus presenting the most cffectual check
to bribery and intimidation, since though 2 constitucncy might be
bought once in scven years (cven with the ballot), no purse could
buy a constituency (under a system of universal suffrage) in each
ensuing twelvemonth; and since members when clected for 2 year
