7. In what ways did newspapers create ‘imagined communities’ around the British
empire during the nineteenth and twentieth centuries? Discuss with reference to AT

8. How far was the rise of the Muslim League the inevitable result of the path taken
by the Indian National Congress under Ghandi?

9. ‘Anti-Americanism in Canada, and anti-Australian sentiment in New Zealand,
helped preserve the Britishness of both Dominions.” Discuss.

10. How far did apartheid spring from earlier attempts to create a united white South
African identity?

11. “The story of Britain’s failed attempt to secure EEC membership... demonstrates
